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INVENTIONS THAT
CHANGED THE WORLD

Personal computer

There are many contenders for the title of first
ever personal computer. However, it was Xerox
PARC in 1973 that was responsible for creating
perhaps the most innovative design in computer
history, a personal computer as we would recognize
it today. The Alto, named after the Californian Palo
Alto research Center, where it was created, made
up of a cabinet, a monitor, a keyboard, a mouse
and even the first what-you-see-is-what-you-get
graphical user interface featuring windows and
clickable icons.

The Alto was designed primarily for research
and had to be compact enough to fit in an office
but powerful enough to support a user interface
while being able to share information between
machines. This led it to feature groundbreaking
innovations that would not be common until
a decade later and would still be cutting edge
technology in the 1990’s. These included an object-
oriented operating system and the first Ethernets
networking cards.

It also came with that most essential of research
tools and a pinball game. Xerox donated its Alto
machines to various research institutions, and they

quickly became the bar by which all future personal
computers design would be judged. The Alto is
also believed to have inspired others, including
Apple's cofounder Steve Jobs and his team who
were impressed with the Alto's sharp graphics and
user interface. The team who produced the Xerox
Alto was honored with the prestigious Draper
engineering prize in 2004 as the catalyst of a
golden age of computer research.

Steam engine with a Separate condenser

Scottish engineer James Watt (1736-1819)
was responsible for some of the most important
advances in steam engine technology.

Steam engines have been in use since the 1710s,
mainly to pump water from mines. These machines
depended upon steam condensing inside a large
cylinder after the cylinder was cooled with cold
water. As the steam condensed, it took less space,
allowing atmospheric pressure to push down on a
movable piston inside the cylinder.

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L g In 1765 Watt made the first working model of his most important contribution to the development cl)'ﬂ
steam power; he patented it in 1769. His innovation was an engine in which steam condensed outside the main
cylinder in a separate condenser; the cylinder always remained at working temperature.

Watt made several other technological improvements to improve the power and efficiency of his engines.
Watt's influence in the history of steam engine technology owes as much as to his business partner Mathew
Bolton. The two men formed a partnership in 1755 and began making and selling steam engines that produced
rotary motion. Rotary steam engines were soon the most common source for factories, becoming a major
driving force behind Britain's Industrial revolution.

World Wide Web

Tim Berners-Lee created the world’s first website. He was working in Geneva, Switzerland, at CERN, the
European practical physics laboratory. CERN was interested in finding ways by which groups of researchers
could share information more easily.

Berners-Lee saw the potential in hypertext-a
technique for linking documents together using
clickable words-with the internet, which was
already heavily used by CERN. Working with
Colleague Robert Cailliau, he proposed a system
called the World Wide Web.

The first web server was up and running by
the end of 1990. At the time, Berners-Lee's NeXT
computer did not have a colour display, and the
earliest web pages were simple black-and-white
text. Now, about thirty years later, there are more
than a hundred million websites on the World
Wide Web. The web certainly continues to help

Berners-Lee, who without doubt picked the
right piece of the world to change, is now Sir
Timothy Berners-Lee, Director of the World
Wide Web Consortium, Senior researcher at the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT) and
Professor of Computer Science at the University
of Southampton. The significance of his work in
shaping the early twenty-first century is beyond
calculation.
